e Oversee connecting events that link newcomers to Canada, with the people, programs,
and resources of EFCL
e Develop small and mid-sized group activities that grow personal relationships
e Ensure an effective referral system is in place to support volunteers and help
newcomers access necessary resources (government, not-for-profit, churches, etc.)
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
