A B O U T  T H E  C H U R C H
Zion Community Church is a non-denominational, conservative
church, whose congregation has been established since the late
1800s.  The pastor has retired after seven years of ministering in the
church. Church membership consists of 40+ households
representing multi-generations, and Sunday morning attendance
averages 150 with several large families in regular attendance. The
Steward Board, consisting of five elder-qualified men, provide
substantial pastoral support and oversee spiritual matters of the
congregation. The Worship Team embraces a philosophy of ministry
that emphasizes the truth of Scripture, leading a variety of hymns
and conservative contemporary song selections. Zion is a member of
the IFCA (Independent Fundamental Churches of America).

A B O U T  T H E  A R E A
Wilmot area has a population of about
500 and is surrounded by a vigorous
farming community.
Wilmot has a vibrant Main Street and
offers public school PreK-12th grade.
Wilmot is located in the Whetstone
Valley, known for excellent hunting,
fishing, and other outdoor activities.
The community is just 7 miles from
Hartford Beach State Park and          
Big Stone Lake.
Several regional options for
healthcare, shopping, dining, and
entertainment are available.

In December 2023, ZCC moved into a newly constructed 14,500
sq ft facility to allow for much needed expansion in seating,
educating, and fellowship.
